Launch Days

All new topics begin with a 'launch day.’ This is a day of f-timetable
where pupils take part in various activities, immersing them in their
new topic. Activities such as meeting a character, taking part in
workshops or break out challenges, going on scavenger hunts..these
are just some of the activities that pupils have enjoyed so far.
Engaging pupils in these ways helps to fuel their imagination and
excitement for their new topic. 'Pupil Power' also takes place on
launch days, allowing pupils across the whole school to make
suggestions for learning activities and experience linked to the new
topic. Pupils use sticky notes, large pieces of paper and Padlet to
collaborate and share ideas. Older pupils also link their ideas to the
six areas of learning and experience.




Our Topics

Enquiry Focus
We will explore Autumn and the signs of Autumn.
We will also have a focus on a story where we will
investigate characters, look at how times have
changed and discuss morals.

Glitter and Glow During this topic, we will investigate and
celebrate various festivals and events from
different cultures. We will immerse ourselves
into new and old celebrations and learn why they
are celebrated.

Space This is all about discovery! We will learn about
what is out there in space. There will be a focus
on planets and their features. Famous astronauts
will be discovered and remembered too.
Castles and Princesses Wales has lots of famous castles. We will be
exploring them and learning how they were used.
We will investigate features of a castle. During
this topic we will explore a classic fairy-tale too.
Minibeasts Here is where we become Minibeast Hunters!
This topic connects us with nature. We will learn
about minibeasts and the various places we can
find them. Different habitats will be explored
and investigated.
